Conservation Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, October 27, 2008
7:00pm

The regular scheduled meeting of the Hamlin Conservation Board was held at the Hamlin
Town Hall and was called to order at 7:00pm by the Chairman Dave Walch with the
location of the fire exits explained for those present.

Present: Merritt Ackles, Ed Evans, Craig Goodrich, Jeanine Klopp, Aaron LaFaro, Mark
Reeves and Dave Walch.

Also present: Planning Board member Tom Jensen and resident Nancy Jennejahn.
A motion was made by Craig Goodrich, seconded by Mark Reeves to approve the
minutes from the September 22, 2008 meeting as recorded. Members polled, all ayes.

Motion carried, minutes approved.

Chairman Dave Walch added Fishing Access, training opportunities and Earth Day
Planning Session to the agenda.

Public Forum Opened

REPORTS

Jeanine Klopp gave a report on the October 6, 2008 Planning Board meeting. Jeanine
reported that Mary Jane Dreyer received Final Site Plan approval. Gutters would drain
towards the lake. Donald Capuano received Final Site Plan approval with an increase in
the size of the drainage pipes to 6”. The Hometown Café received approval for their
revised Site Plan with overflow room and drive up window added. The Mosley
Subdivision on Hamlin Clarkson T.L. Rd. received Conceptual Subdivision approval. A
Public Hearing was scheduled for the December meeting. A discussion took place
regarding DEC regulations in the Structural Hazard Area.

Ed Evans gave a hydro car demonstration.

Jeanine Klopp gave a report on the October 20, 2008 Zoning Board meeting. Jeanine
reported that Mr. Newbauer was back to seek a variance for a detached garage. He
changed his mind and wants to build a detached garage and needs an 11’ variance. A
discussion took place regarding building in the Structural Hazard Area. The town code
was approved by the State but there is some confusion as to who has jurisdiction over
building in the Structural Hazard Area. A representative from the DEC is coming Nov.
13 for a workshop.

A discussion took place regarding moveable structures in the Structural Hazard Area.
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Mark Reeves gave a report on the October 14, 2008 Town Board meeting. Mark reported
that the meeting was quiet. Dave Walch gave a presentation on sewers along the lake and
requested a Preliminary Eligibility Determination. The Town Board agreed to allocate
$2000 for the cost of the study. Repairs for the leaning tower on the History Building
were approved.

Merritt Ackles gave a report on the October 13, 2008 FAB meeting. Merritt reported that
they discussed providing a program and site to teach fishing. They agreed to purchase
tackle for the program. Possible locations for the program were discussed. The I.J. C.
dropped their plan and they have a new Study Commission. There will be a Cornell
Workshop Sat. Nov. 8 9:30-3:30 in Oswego to discuss the economic importance of Lake
Ontario and the changes that it has experienced.

Craig Goodrich gave a report on the October 15, 2008 EMC meeting. Craig reported that
they discussed outdoor wood boilers again. They strongly suggest that they be outlawed.
Several towns have outlawed them already. Tree and utility line issues were discussed.
Tree planting tips were handed out. Environmental Protection Overlay District was
discussed. Reducing carbon content and the pollution diet were discussed. Global
climate changes were discussed. Irondequoit, Greece, Penfield, Webster and Hamlin all
have LWRPs now. There is a fine for cutting down trees in Ogden and Irondequoit in
protected areas. The towns use the $250 fine to buy land that is set aside for tree
planting.

Chairman Dave Walch congratulated Ed on the article in the Hamlin Herald.

Ed Evans gave a report on Hamlin Beach State Park. Ed stated that a lot is going on at
the Park. Al of the restrooms have been closed except for one in Area 1. All of the
water has been turned off. Camping is closed. The construction for the new office in
Area 2 is continuing. They had an Earth Day meeting. Several Conservation Board
members attended. Hilton is going forward with their Wind Power project. Recently a
ticket was issued to a boat owner for soil contamination at Yanty Creek.. An area has
been cleared and an 8-acre lake has been exposed. The deer love the cleared path. The
lake needs a name. Ed suggested that the Conservation Board get involved. The SUNY
Brockport project is going great. Two groups have gone through and have been very
successful. Ed has received calls with information regarding the CCC Camp. It appears
that several of the buildings were taken to SUNY Brockport and one building or part of a
building is at Point Breeze. They didn’t all go to Niagara Falls like previously reported.
It was determined that cement pads that were found were actually the entryways to the
buildings. They have installed a separate padlock so Ed can have access to the area
whenever he wants. The survey crew has been working and the preliminary survey
shows that the Park does own all of the property.
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Ed also brought a copy of the 1985 Anniversary Book for everyone to read about the
history of the Park.

Chairman Dave Walch stated that the next Earth Day meeting would be Nov. 18 at 11:00.

He felt like he didn’t get anything out of
the presentation at all. He discussed an article on scotch tape, articles from the
Adirondack Express and the poll for wind tower article.

Craig discussed having a carbon diet workshop. The Board agreed to have a rep. at next
month’s meeting.
