APPROVAL OF 2008 TOWN OF HAMLIN BUDGET

Resolution #242 A motion was made by Councilperson Rath, seconded by
Councilperson Marchetti to approve the Preliminary 2008 Town of Hamlin Budget as the
2008 Town of Hamlin Budget. Members polled, Councilperson Marchetti aye,
Councilperson Rath aye, Councilperson Rose aye, and Councilperson Todd aye. Motion
carried.

ACKNOWLEDGING MORTON AND HAMLIN FIRE DEPT. BUDGETS FOR
2008

Resolution #243 A motion was made by Councilperson Rath, seconded by
Councilperson Rose acknowledging the receipt of the 2008 Morton and Hamlin Fire
Dept. Budgets as presented. Members polled, Councilperson Marchetti aye,
Councilperson Rath aye, Councilperson Rose aye, and Councilperson Todd aye. Motion
carried. Supervisor Roach indicated we are awaiting some answers to questions on the
Walker and Hamlin-Parma Fire Depts. Budgets.

AMENDING RESOLUTION #240

Supervisor Roach explained that a change Resolution #240 of October 2007 was
necessary to include the closing costs.

Resolution #244 A motion was made by Councilperson Rose, seconded by
Councilperson Rath to amend Town Board Resolution #240 of October 9, 2007, to read
“...for a cost of $167.00 plus closing costs consisting of Abstract of Title ($450.00), NYS
Revenue Stamps ($2.00), Record Deed ($9.00) and File NY'S Board of Equalization and
Assessment Form ($160.00) for a total of $793.00 due at closing.” In place of “...for a
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cost of $167.00. Members polled, Councilperson Marchetti aye, Councilperson Rath aye,
Councilperson Rose aye, and Councilperson Todd aye. Motion carried.

NEW VETERANS’ EXEMPTION

Assessor Melanie Fahmer explained that the State Legislators have passed a new
exemption called “Cold War Veterans Exemption.” This is for those who have served on
active military duty not during a war time. These will fill the gaps between World War
11, Korea, Vietnam and the first Gulf War. The County is holding a public hearing on the
same evening we are having our November Town Board Meeting. There is not much
time as it needs to be passed by December 1. The Assessor indicated it is a 10% with
50% disability.

Resolution #245 A motion was made by Councilperson Rath, seconded by
Councilperson Rose to set a public hearing for 7 pm on November 13, 2007 for “Cold
War Veterans Exemption.” Members polled, Councilperson Marchetti aye,
Councilperson Rath aye, Councilperson Rose aye, and Councilperson Todd aye. Motion
carried.
